Lord, open our lips, 
And our mouth shall proclaim your praise. 
O God, make speed to save us. 
O Lord, make haste to help us. 
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the 
Holy Spirit: as it was in the beginning, is now, 
and will be forever.  AMEN

For those who are brave and courageous,  
patient in suffering and faithful in adversity, 
We thank you, Lord. 
For all who pursue peace, justice, and truth, 
We thank you, Lord. 
For all the saints whose lives have reflected the light of Christ, 
We thank you, Lord.

COLLECT 
Almighty God, who on the day of Pentecost 
Sent your Holy Spirit to the disciples  
with the wind from heaven and in tongues of flame, 
filling them with joy and boldness to preach the Gospel:   
Send us out in the power of the same Spirit 
to witness to your truth and to draw all to the fire of your love; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord, 
Who is alive and reigns with you 
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
one God, now and forever.  AMEN
